Biography 

Ewald Cheung is an emerging young artist, as both violin soloist and chamber musician. He has performed as soloist with numerous orchestras around Canada, with many distinguished conductors, including James Sommerville, Yoav Talmi, Victor Sawa, and William Eddins. A grand prize winner of the Shean Strings Competition in 2009, Ewald was a finalist of the Montreal Symphony Competition in 2007 and winner of the Canadian Music Competition in 2003 and 2001. His first recording has been released in the spring of 2013 with the Espace 21 label (formerly XXI-21 Productions). He is currently studying at the Schulich School of Music at McGill University with renowned violinist, Jonathan Crow.  As a chamber musician, Ewald was a founding member of Geistrio  and the Roddick String Quartet. He is a current member of the Sonoro String Quartet.
An exceedingly sociable pianist, Philip Chiu has concertized extensively as a one of Canada's most sought-after musicians. He consistently demonstrates his comfort as a soloist and collaborative pianist, having been widely acclaimed for the brilliance and sensitivity of his playing, as well as for his ability to connect with audiences. He recently recorded a disc of Schubert duos with TSO concertmaster Jonathan Crow (XXI), has toured Canada, and appears regularly, with OSM concertmaster Andrew Wan, and performs with pianist Janelle Fung as part of the Fung-Chiu Duo. He has toured numerous times for Jeunesses Musicales Canada, Debut Atlantic, and the Eckhardt-Grammaté Foundation.Creator and director of the new Collaborative Piano Program at the Domaine Forget International Festival and Academy, Philip is also passionate about teaching. 

Emerging Artists Concerts on tour 

JMC is the only organization that can offer concert tours with the help of its own network of Chapter volunteers. Artists from across Canada audition each year, and receive a unique opportunity to perform recitals in different locations to diverse audiences. Over the years, JMC has supported over 2,000 artists including, among others, Joseph Rouleau, Maureen Forrester, Louis Quilico, the Orford String Quartet, James Ehnes, Marie-Nicole Lemieux, Andre Laplante, the Gryphon Trio, and Karina Gauvin, who all went on to gain international renown among Canada’s artistic elite.
